Ontario University Application Information
· Apply to an Ontario University at www.ouac.on.ca/101 before Jan.14, 2015
· Applicants must make sure they have 6 U/M courses on their schedule, including pre-requisites for programs
· Click on 101 online application and log in using information in envelope
· Once you log in, you will be asked to change your password.  Please remember this new password
· Go through application and pick programs by university
· A combination of 3 programs and/or universities can be chosen for $140
· Applications are sent to universities once the application fee of $140 is paid, upon which students will receive an OUAC reference number
· Universities will first see all grade 11 courses with final marks and grade 12 courses chosen (they do not look at first semester midterm marks)
First Round of Offers (starting in December)
· Grade 11 marks  (and any completed grade 12 courses) - make sure grade 11 marks are accurate
· Ottawa U will look at best 5 U/M grade 11 or completed grade 12 courses
· Carleton will look at any pre-requisite courses for program including grade 12 completed courses first and then other U/M courses to total 4 or 5
Second Round of Offers (starting end of Feb.)
· Grade 12 first semester final grades and some grade 11 pre-requisite marks eg., ENG4U is semester 2, they will possibly look at ENG3U.  Students who are taking night school or an elearning course second semester must let counsellor know so that this can be manually added to OUAC
· Universities will look at pre-requisites and a total of 6 U/M courses
Third Round of Offers (starting end of April)
· Grade 12 marks only - 1st semester final grades and second semester midterm 
· marks. 
Fourth Round of Offers (July)
· Final Grade 12 marks
Summer School 2015 
· students must bring or send marks to the university
May 28th, 2015 - the latest date for universities to send a response of the following:
· An offer of admission
· A refusal
· A deferral until receipt of final grades or other information
June 2, 2015 - the earliest date by which Ontario Universities may require a response to an offer of admission and a financial commitment of any kind.  Students can respond prior to this date but universities shall not compel a student in any way to make an earlier decision
For students who are not ready to go into a full-time university program, or whose marks are not high enough to be accepted, consider the Enriched Support Program at Carleton University.  Please see your Guidance Counsellor for more information
Applying to Universities outside of Ontario
· Apply directly to the university
· Some are linked to OUAC and you will be asked to put in OUAC reference number
Applying to Royal Military College
· Not part of OUAC
· Go to website at www.rmc-cmr.ca
At Ottawa U, once accepted, a minimum combined mark of 70% is usually needed for Math and Science courses.
At Carleton, once accepted, a student must usually maintain a 75% overall in 6 U/M courses and a 70% average in any pre-requisites with no pre-requisite course below 60%.
Other Information:
· Easiest way to pay application fee is by credit card
· Can also pay through online banking
· Acknowledgement emails are immediately sent to applicants from OUAC
· Students should make any changes to application by Feb.4th, 2015 and check their application one business day after making changes
· Students should accept offers on the OUAC website
· Accepting an offer of admission from one university will not cancel applications to other universities and/or programs, however, applicants can only have one acceptance to an offer from an Ontario university on file at a time
· At Carleton, a student can only have one offer on file at a time.  They will do everything they can to make them an offer to their first choice.  The other choices will be pending, eligible or not eligible in their Carleton Central account.
· At UOttawa, a student can have more than one offer on file at a time in OUAC.
· If a student at Carleton gets an offer to their first choice and they are eligible for their second choice, they can switch the order through OUAC but it is probably better to call admissions. 
· After applicants have accepted a university's offer of admission, they may cancel this offer and accept another one
· Applicants who are refused admission to a university may delete an active program or university choice and add a different choice (that still has space) in its place with no additional fee
· Entrance scholarships can be adjusted if average goes up.  Average in high school must stay above 80% at Carleton or Ottawa U. Ottawa U should adjust entrance scholarships until semester 2 final marks or summer school .  Carleton will adjust them until semester 2 midterm. 
· Student loans (OSAP) are in the Spring but usually do not get looked at until June
Students should apply for the Ontario Tuition Grant if parents' gross income (total before taxes) is less than $160000 combined  (eligible for 30% off tuition) – should be done through the OSAP site because other bursaries are available also. 
· At Ottawa U, students will usually apply to an "Honours with Specialization".  If it says "Honours with Major" there is no specialization.  A student at Ottawa U can't graduate with a major only.   They must do a minor also
· Spots are kept open in all programs for final round of offers
· Students are taking a chance if they take a pre-requisite course in summer
· Honours is a 4 year program
· General is a 3 year program
· Difference between a major and specialization - a specialization has a concentration of more courses
· Admission average = scholarship average
· Portfolio program offers are not made until May
· If students apply to COOP at UOttawa but do not get in, they will be considered for regular program and can apply to COOP later
